  H1N1 Influenza is also known as 

Swine Flu.   Even though the news coverage about it 
subsided over the summer, the illness is still around.  

The common symptoms are a fever with a cough or 
sore throat.  The guidelines for H1N1 symptoms and 

attending school have changed from last spring.  Now 
the recommendation from the Health Department is 

that any student with these symptoms should be fever -

free for 24 hours before returning to school .  We re-
ceive frequent updates from the Health Department on 

H1N1 and post pertinent information on the districtôs 
website. 

       Being fever-free applies to all illnesses.  We con-
sider any temperature that is above 100.0 to be a fe-

ver.  Any student who is running a fever should stay 
home from school until the fever has been gone for 

that length of time.  An infectious illness that needs to 

be treated with an antibiotic, such as strep throat or 
conjunctivitis (more commonly known as pinkeye) 

should be treated for 24 hours before the student re-
turns to school.  If you have questions, please call the
